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Northgate station park ‘n’ ride expansion

Consultation process
The Department of Transport and Main Roads (TMR) is 
planning to expand parking facilities at Northgate station 
in response to high demand for customer parking in the 
local area. TMR’s preferred option is to replace the existing 
carpark on Ridge Street and Holland Street with a multi-
storey parking facility to provide around 350 additional car 
spaces. Consultation was undertaken from 18 October to  
18 November 2021 to seek the community’s feedback on a 
proposed expansion to Northgate station park ‘n’ ride.

Overview of engagement

consultation period
•	 over three-quarters of respondents supported the proposed upgrade.
