Street cycleway, business case 
Planning phase community consultation summary 
August 2023 

Overview 
The Department of Transport and Main 
Roads completed planning for the 
Taylor Street cycleway between Tor and 
Boundary streets, Toowoomba. 

A concept plan has been developed 
for a safe, direct, connected and ft-
for-purpose active transport facility to 
encourage more people to ride more 
ofen. 

To support concept development and 
decision making, the department 
engaged with the community and 
key stakeholders over two rounds 
of consultation in 2021 and 2022 
respectively. 

The department is appreciative of the 
community taking the time to provide 
feedback. The local knowledge gathered 
has been used to inform and guide 
planning decisions. 

The Queensland Government invested 
$540,000 to develop the business case. 

How we engaged 
To promote the project and encourage people to 
contribute to planning we: 

• informed elected representatives 
• announced the project to the community 
• established a TMR project web page and online 

survey 
• distributed information to residents and 

businesses on Taylor Street and invited the 
community to have their say and complete the 
online survey 

• promoted the online survey on social media 
• provided a project update to the community 
• distributed a proposed concept plan for the two-

way cycleway to residents and businesses on 
Taylor Street 

• consulted at various stages with the community, 
residents, property and business owners, 
community groups, bicycle user groups, local 
schools, bus operators and key stakeholders 
about the proposed concept plan.

Community feedback about the benefts of a cycleway on Taylor Street 

• Taylor Street is a popular route for bicycle riders. 
• A bikeway will improve safety for bicycle riders by providing protection from traffic, particularly heavy 

vehicles. 
• Improved pavement conditions for bicycle riders. 
• A separated bikeway will be more valuable than car parks on Taylor Street. 
• The more cycling infrastructure the better, to encourage bike riding and generate postive benefits for 

the community. 
• Improved connectivity to other active transport routes west of Toowoomba for competitive bicycle 

riders. 

Community concerns: 

The department’s response: 

• People employed in Toowoomba’s west will have more options to 
commute using active transport. 

• A separated cycleway will protect riders from cars and trucks. 

Taylor Street is an 
industrial area, and too 

busy for bike riding 

• The give-way rules for people riding on the cycleway and crossing 
at driveways and side-streets is the same as for people walking on a 
footpath. 

• Turning vehicles must slow down and give way to people crossing a 
driveway or side-street, whether they are walking or riding.

Feedback summary — continued 
Community concerns: 

• To minimise the impact on adjacent properties and make space for 
more active and sustainable forms of transport on Taylor Street, the 
on-street car parking will need to be removed. 

Loss of parking on 
Taylor Street 

• A safe, direct and connected cycleway will provide people with more 
options to commute using active transport, especially for existing and 
future residents and workers in Toowoomba’s west. 

• On average, every $1 invested in cycling infrastructure returns almost 
$5 to Queensland in benefts including improved health and reduced 
trafc congestion (Queensland Cycling Strategy 2017-27). 

The community beneft 
doesn’t justify the cost 

• Taylor Street is the most direct connection to the west of Toowoomba 
and has many desirable destinations for bike riders and walkers. 

• Other routes had less space within the road corridor to ft dedicated 
bicycle riding and walking facilities. 

• The Taylor Street route is a better ft for the Principal Cycle Network.
